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August 18-22-

Beginning Carving- 9:00-12:00

Students in this camp will learn the fundamental skills of carving using basic tools and a variety of materials.  By the end of the week, you will have an original carving of your own to take home. (This camp is open to grades 3-5)
Mixed Media Collage 9:00-12:00

Collage can be used to tell a story, to create a landscape or to decorate a box. This week we will start with paper and add other materials to create collages in many shapes and forms.  We might even try our hand at a collage we can eat!

Woodworking- 1:00-4:00
What will you create with a few blocks of wood and some hand tools? Come explore woodworking and design techniques with a master carpenter and find out! Students in this session will learn to use basic woodworking tools and create a simple finished piece to take home.

We could create giant collages or tiny clay people. Maybe we will focus one day on different types of paint or pencils or both!
